PARTNER ORGANIZATIONS 
Fairfax County/Falls Church Community Services Board (CSB) provides services which assist, improve 
and maximize the potential of individuals with or at risk of developmental delay, intellectual disabilities, 
mental illness, and alcohol or drug abuse or dependency and strengthen their capacity for living self-
determined, productive and valued lives within our community. 
 
Helping Children Worldwide (HCW) provides hope to impoverished children, their families and 
communities through hands-on partnerships that implement solutions and provide programs of excellence.  
HCW supports the Child Rescue Centre and Mercy Hospital in Bo, Sierra Leone and Connections for Hope. 
 
Jeanie Schmidt Free Clinic provides primary medical care to low income patients through a network of 
volunteers, including doctors’visits, medications, and  preventative care.  
 
Just Neighbors provides immigration legal services to low-income immigrants and refugees.   
 
Literacy Council of Northern Virginia (LCNV) teaches adults the basic skills of reading, writing, 
speaking and understanding English.   
 
Reston Interfaith partners with the community to provide resources and referrals to prevent and manage 
hunger or financial crisis, support learning, job training and placement, facilitate social,  
cultural and recreational activities for adults and youth, and support family stability and normalcy.   
 
Vecinos Unidos /Neighbors United/provides a year round after school program consisting of  
homework assistance during the school year and a summer program during July and August.
